First Presbyterian Church, Spring City, would like to invite you to join us for an evening
with International Peacemaker, Rosario Jocabed Gallegos Viesca. This year, we are
fortunate to have her come to Spring City and tell us about her ministry at the border of
Mexico and the United States.

Jocabed (Joca) is the Mexican Coordinator with Frontera de Cristo, a Presbyterian border
ministry located in the sister cities of Douglas, Arizona, and Agua Prieta, Sonora. She is
well acquainted with issues of violence, poverty, trade, health care and family life faced by
these two cities on the U.S./Mexico border.
