Matthew 6:1-6, 16-21 (NRSV)

1"Beware of practicing your piety before others in order to be seen
by them; for then you have no reward from your Father in heaven.
2"'So whenever you give alms, do not sound a trumpet before you,
as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, so that
they may be praised by others. Truly I tell you, they have received
their reward.

17 But when you fast, put oil on your head and wash your face,
1850 that your fasting may be seen not by others but by your Father
who is in secret; and your Father who sees in secret will reward
you.

19"Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth
and rust consume and where thieves break in and steal;

20 but store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither
moth nor rust consumes and where thieves do not break in and
steal.

2l For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.
